AFRICAN AND INDIAN ROTARIANS OPEN EYES IN TWO COUNTRIES

Many World Community Service projects Africa are the fruit of joint dbrts of Rotary clubs in the
developed world, mostly Northmerica and Europe, and their counterparts in beneficiary countries.
However a growing number of RotariansAsia, from countries with nearly as many unmet needs as
those inAfrica, are bucking the trend with a determination to share their own resources and expertise.

One such initiative recently cosponsored by Rotarians in India, Burundi, and Kenya has resulted in
more than 1,000 eye patients in the #fdcan countries receiving sorely needed medical attention.

"It was a tremendous contribution from IndiaAtivica, and we are all proud of it," says Mahendra G
Mehta, of the Rotary Club of Bomhayho accompanied the medical mission. Mehta is the head of Ratna
Nidhi CharitableTrust, a family foundation that has been supportive of international projects of Indian
Rotary clubs.

Burundi is a wattorn CentralAfrican country with a poor medical infrastructure and only two
ophthalmologists for nearly seven million people. It has gelaiderly population requiring cataract
sulgeries and an equally g number of children with nearsightedness and farsightedness needing
prescription eyeglasses to correct the defédtsough Kenya has better medical facilities, eye specialists
are scarce, and decades of economic and political turmoil have drastically reduced the health sector's
ability to provide adequate care for 2.5 million residents whigistrbom eye diseases.

Both countries are in the midst of an increase in the number of those at risk from avoidable blindnes:s
An awareness of the growing need for experts and supplies inspired Indian Rotarians to team up with
sister clubs in Burundi and Kenya to provide cataragesyrand distribute eyeglasses.

The Rotary Club of Bujumbura, Burundi; Ratna Nidhi Charitdlvlest; and Netra Jyoti Parivar
Deesa, an ganization in Gujarat, India, were instrumental in putting together a medical mission
comprising a 16-member team of doctors, ophthalmic assistants, and social workers. On 19 June, the te:
and a ton of medical equipment and supplies were flown from India for 18 days of eye camps in
Bujumbura and Nairobi, Kenya.

Working nearly 14 hours a day for more than a week, the team of eye specialists performed 631
cataract suyeries and helped distribute 500 spectacles in Bujumbura. On 30 June, the group left for
Nairobi to operate on 136 cataract patients for five days at the Loresho Lions SightFirst Hospital.

"The team received tremendous support from local residents," says Mehta. "Their enthusiasm was
great, and they made available to the team free boarding, lodging, and transpévtatiotber of
volunteers also helped in the smooth execution of the project.”

The June-July medical mission was the second the team has carried out in the régdh2003,
it traveled to Bujumbura to provide gary to 309 cataract patienfhe Rotarians coordinating the
project hope to @anize more sgeries in the future and distribute up to 5,000 eyeglasses.

"With tears in their eyes, six blind children I'd operated on expressed their gratitude for being able to
see their parents for the first time," says team leadeKiBinoreAsnani, of the Rotary Club of Deesa,
Guijarat. "It was truly a moving experiendéne honorable health minister of Burundi has also expressed
his happiness at this project and requested that such teams come to Burundi more ffequently
