AUSTRALIAN GOVERNMENT HONORS ROT ARIAN FOR VOLUNTEER EFFORTS

The government dkustralia has honored Danny Lpa/past governor of District 9680 (New
SouthWales), for his contribution toward assisting developing countries to reduce poverty and
achieve sustainable development.

On 14 SeptembeHealth MinisteTonyAbbott presented Low with a certificate of recognition
that carries his signature alongside those of Prime Minister John Howard and Rofzign

A member of the Rotary Club of Mosman, Low was especially recognized for initiating and
carrying out, with the support of his fellow club members, medical missions in Myanmar (formerly
Burma) andvietnam over the last 10 years. Since Low's first visitigtnam in 1992, the
Mosman club has sponsored several teams gésus traveling to dérent cities in that country
to perform much-needed hand and heageties and transfer skills to thefiethamese counter
parts.

The club was granted a permit to operate as a nongovernmeyataization, or NGO, by
Vietnam's Peopl&id Coordinating Committee in 1996.
