YOUTH EXCHANGE STUDENT VOLUNTEERS AT TSUNAMI DISASTER SCENE

Jacob Dobbs, 18, and other inbound Ro¥oyth Exchange students in District 3330 (Thailand) had
planned to camp out on the beach in Phuket during the Christmas hBlid&lyat arrangement was vetoed
by area Rotary clubs, and Dobbs spent time with a host family instead.

The reversal in plan likely saved the students' lives. More than 5,000 people, many of them foreign
tourists, were drowned and over 3,000 are still unaccounted for after the deadly tsunami washed over the
beaches of Phuket and five otfi¢rai provinces on 26 December

Before the disasteDobbs had been samplingfdifent aspects of life ilhailand.When he wasn't
attending classes or making presentations at Rotary club meetings, the Jacksonville, Florida, USA, native
engaged in a variety of activities, including enjoying the local cuisine, making kratong (miniature floats) for
a festival, and riding elephants.

But all that seems ages aga. suddenly as people and property were engulfed by the giant waves,
Dobbs was thrust into the intense experience of serving as a relief worker after the disagiemteered
as an interpreteutilizing his knowledge of English, Spanish, 8rwi to help foreign survivors navigate
the bureaucracy of sorting out their travel papers. He also helped distribute relief aid to local victims who
had lost everything, including relatives, businesses, and homes.

The contrast in people's lives, before and after the tsunami, is often stark, explains Dobbs, who is just
back from Khao Lak, another badly hit coastal afégés time, he mostly helped translate autopsy reports.

Dobbs thinks that more attention should be paid to addressing the tratenadshy survivors. "Sure,
buildings and beaches can be easily repaired, but the emotional state of many of the victims will continue t
be scarred," he says. "[And] that's what we've been trying to mend by providing hope to families and
children in Khao Lak."

Sanguan Kunaporn, president of the Rotary Clutbofykah, in Phuket, concurs with Dobbs' assess-
ment.The relief work that the six Phuket Rotary clubs have initiated will go a long way in restoring some
degree of normality for residents, but more needs to be done, he says.
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
