IMMUNIZATION EFFORT IN INDIA TARGETS 80 MILLION

Close to 80 million children in India received the oral polio vaccine in an immunization drive
on 27 February. The Subnational Immunization Day focused on the states of Bihar and Uttar
Pradesh and the union territory of Delhi, as well as parts of Gujarat, Maharashtra, Rajasthan,
Uttaranchal, and West Bengal states.

"We cannot afford to slip now," said Deepak Kapur, National PolioPlus Committee chair for
India, in an interview with the Chinese news agency Xinhua. "How soon we succeed in eradicat-
ing polio depends on these, hopefully, the last, crucial rounds."

Bihar and Uttar Pradesh are the worst-infected states in India. To root out polio across the
country, rounds of National Immunization Days are planned for April and May.

In other polio news, a three-day national antipolio campaign was launched in neighboring
Pakistan on 28 February.

Afghanistan, Egypt, India, Niger, Nigeria, and Pakistan are the only remaining polio-endemic
countries.

In 1985, Rotary launched the PolioPlus program to protect children worldwide from the cruel

and fatal consequences of polio. In 1988, the World Health Assembly challenged the world to
eradicate polio. Since that time, Rotary's efforts and those of partner agencies, including the
World Health Organization, the United Nations Children's Fund, the United States Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention, and governments around the world, have achieved a 99 percent
reduction in the number of polio cases worldwide.

Rotarians stand at the brink of a great victory and look forward to celebrating the global
eradication of polio in 2005, the organization's centennial year.
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
