SMITHSONIAN POLIO EXHIBIT FEA TURES ROTARY

A new exhibition on the history of polio by the Smithsonian Institution highlights Rotary International’s
quest for a polio-free world. Whatever Happened to Polio? opens 12 April at the National Museum of
American History in Washington, D.C., and runs through 2006.

RI and the PolioPlus program are featured in the section of the exhibit that focuses on current efforts to
eradicate polio globally. Photographs by acclaimed photographer Jean-Marc Giboux prominently depict
Rotarians vaccinating children during National Immunization Days (NIDs) in various countries.

PolioPlus contributed social-mobilization items used during NIDs, including a vaccine box and vials
used for oral polio vaccine, aprons, T-shirts, hats, posters, and comic books. An iron lung, the large, metal
respirator used by people whose lungs are paralyzed by the disease, is also on display. The Rotary Founda-
tion Trustees, through the PolioPlus program, agreed to help sponsor the exhibition with a US$300,000
contribution.

Other elements of the exhibit look at polio’s rapid spread in the United States and elsewhere during the
first half of the 20th century, stories of polio survivors, the disease’s impact on rehabilitative medicine, and
the vaccines developed by Jonas Salk and Albert Sabin. The exhibit’s opening day commemorates the 50th
anniversary of the Salk vaccine, which passed clinical trials on 12 April 1955.

Rotarians attending the 2005 RI Convention in Chicago are encouraged to visit the exhibit in Washing-
ton.
