CLEARWATER FEATHER SOUND ROTARY CLUB BY-LAWS
(revised 4 June 2005)
Ar ticle I   Election of Directors and Officers

Section 1.  The president shall appoint a nominating committee each year prior to the last Tuesday in
September.  This committee shall consist of the president-elect and two past presidents.  The nominating
committee shall propose a slate of officers and board members who will be available to properly carry out
the duties of the offices to which they are nominated.  This committee will present the nominated slate to the
board of directors at the November board meeting.  The officers are: president, vice president (past presi-
dent), president-elect, secretary, treasurer, sergeant-at-arms.  Two members at large will complete the slate,
bringing the board of directors to a maximum of eight (8) including the officers.

Upon approval by the board of directors, those names submitted by the nominating committee shall be
presented to the club for election the last Tuesday in November.

Between the formal acceptance of the nominating committee by the board and the election, nominations
may be made from the floor.  The person accepting this nomination must agree to his/her name being placed
in nomination.

Section 2.  A vacancy in the board of directors or any office shall be filled by action of the remaining
members of the board.

Section 3.  A vacancy in the position of any officer-elect or director-elect shall be filled by action of the
members of the board of directors-elect.

Ar ticle II  Board of Dir ectors
Section 1.  The governing body of this club shall be the board of directors and officers as elected in

accordance with Article I, Section 1 of these By-Laws.
Section 2.  No action of the previous board of directors can be held in perpetuity.  Each incoming

board of directors shall review and vote to continue only those programs they feel are still current and in the
best interest of the club.

Section 3.  The participation of the president-elect in the Rotary International Convention is highly
recommended.  To assist the president-elect in being able to attend, the board shall review yearly the
location of the convention and authorize a reasonable expenditure to defray the president-elect's costs to
attend such convention.

Object of Rotary
The Object of Rotary is to encourage and foster the ideal of service as a basis of worthy enterprise

and, in particular, to encourage and foster:

FIRST. The development of acquaintance as an opportunity for service;

SECOND. High ethical standards in business and professions, the recognition of the worthiness of all
useful occupations, and the dignifying of each Rotarian's occupation as an opportunity to serve society;

THIRD. The application of the ideal of service in each Rotarian's personal, business, and community life;

FOURTH. The advancement of international understanding, goodwill, and peace through a world
fellowship of business and professional persons united in the ideal of service.
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
