ROTARY INTERNATIONAL - HOW FAR WE'VE COME

CHICAGO — Looking back over a century of accomplishments, RI President Glenn Estess Sr. — along
with The Rotary Foundation's soon-to-be first female trustee Carolyn Jones and media mogul Ted Turner —
highlighted the drive and accomplishments that led to Rotary's success and worldwide growth.

Jones's presence, itself, marked a milestone in Rotary history. Only 16 years ago, there were no women
Rotarians. Speaking onstage with Rosemary B. Aragon, a past district governor, Jones discussed the historic
1989 decision to add women to Rotary's ranks. The decision opened the doors for more than 140,000 women
Rotarians who represent almost 12 percent of Rotary International's membership.

Speaking frankly, Jones admitted that at first she was not interested in joining a Rotary club "where she
would not be wanted" but changed her mind after attending her first meeting and seeing what it was really like.

"Both men and women join Rotary for fellowship, for service, for leadership opportunities," added
Aragon, a third-generation Rotarian. Rotary's programs for children and women attract and maintain dedicated
female Rotarians, she said.

Female Rotarians throughout the convention echoed the sentiment that service, not gender, is what matters
most. "When I joined with four other women in 1989, we all felt a challenge to prove that we could be good
Rotarians too, but once you get into a club, you really learn what it's all about," said Jan Sherman, a member of
the Rotary Club of Redlands, who was accompanied by her daughter Krista Kole, of the Rotary Club of
Emmett, Idaho.

During his keynote address, Estess discussed Rotary's history, making clear the common bonds among
those who serve. "The characteristic that unites Rotarians around the world is an overwhelming desire to be of
assistance," said Estess. "[Rotary's] reputation for honesty and integrity helped it grow from four men in one
office to 1.2 million members in 168 countries."

Estess, who presented his entire family before the speech, reminded the attendees that the tremendous
inroads made during the polio eradication battle would not have been possible without the support of Rotarians
everywhere and stressed the importance of participating in the Every Rotarian, Every Year program.

Ted Turner closed the plenary, praising Rotary's role as a leader in the race to eradicate polio. Turner, who
grew up in a Rotary household and was himself briefly a Rotarian, has personally donated millions to the
cause. "The PolioPlus Program will give humanity a victory at a time when we could really use one," he said.

Turner then turned to recent corporate scandals. Quoting the Rotary motto of Service Above Self and
reciting Rotary's 4-Way Test, he said that many in business could learn a lesson from Rotary's commitment to
business ethics.

The plenary session also included an onstage interview with Rotarian David Forward, author of A Century
of Service, and video montages featuring old photographs and rare newsreels of Rotary club meetings and
activities. The videos, along with Forward's discussion, brought Rotary's infancy to life, tracing its history from
the first service projects and the role Rotary played after World War II to the present.

After the plenary, hundreds attended the President's Centennial Luncheon and later waited in long lines to
get their Century of Service books signed by Forward and several past presidents of RI.

Rooms were packed with Rotarians attending workshops and symposiums on topics ranging from the Club
Leadership Plan and microcredit programs to literacy and AIDs initiatives.

Entertaining the crowds were the King'n Trio, a Rotarian folk quartet, which put The 4-Way Test to music,
and the uplifting voices of the Chicago Children's choir.

Numerous Unofficial Affiliate Events, like the Inner Wheel High Tea and the Polio Survivors Fellowship,
offered an opportunity for attendees to mingle and renew old friendships.
