When he arrived in Hattieskwthe following morning, 8&nley providedAdams with an extra suitcase
to transport items she had purchased for her dorm room. His wife was busy in Jackson, cooking a chicken
dinner with English peas and mashed potatoes. "That was the best meal," Astaitsdwho sustained on
candy bars and potato chips after théRgust hurricane.

Preparations were being made at Gallagher's home, as well. "I got a Union Jack flag and raised it the
night before Helen got here," Gallagher said. "She was going to stay with us until she could move into her
dorm, and | thought it would make her feel more at home."

Gallagher his wife and fellow Rotarian Mary Jean Gallagli#strict 6400 Governor Jim Karolyi, and
University ofWindsor President Ross Paul greedeidms on 5 September at the Detroit Métigort in
neighboring Michigan, USA.
