ROTARACTORS BUILD BONDS BETWEEN INDIA AND PAKISTAN

Dharmendra Gangrade's first glimpse of Pakistan was obscured by\barsthe 30-yeanld member
of the Rotaract Club of Mumbai Borivli East, India, stepped over the border between his native India and it:

Rotaract Club of Lahore Garrison, Pakistan. Kazmi and Gangrade had worked together for more than a ye:
to coordinate a rare cultural exchange between their estranged countries.

The border crossing was part of an award-winning Rotaract project called "Pahel: Friendship Beyond
Boundaries.The word pahel means "good beginning" in Hindi and Urdu, and Gangrade hopddrthe ef
would be the start of some good personal relationships between young people from India and Pakistan.

Political tensions between the two countries date back to their independence from Great Britain and th
subsequent partition of the subcontinent nearly 60 years ago, and they riisiespre hard to obtain,
and few Indian citizens even attempt to cross into Pakistaimes during the planning process, Gangrade
thought he'd never see the other side of the tightly guarded bBrdevhen he finally did enter Pakistan
for a five-day visit, a laye group of Rotaractors and Rotarians was there to greet him and a carefully
selected group of seven other young pedftey sang songs of welcome and released white pigeons into
the air as a symbol of peace.

"l was feeling that not only my dream [to visit Pakistan] came true, [but] that this was my contribution
to border nations," says Gangrade.

Once over the bordeGangrade and his team of cultural ambassadors visited places they had only read
about in history books. During their short stdney were overwhelmed by the hospitality of their Pakistani
hosts.

"We were just like family members," says Gangradee é&ver felt like this was a country where we
fought three wars."

Still, the team couldn't ignore the major ongoing source of tension between India and Pakistan, the
conflict over KashmirThe long-standing dispute fueled frank conversations.

"It was intense discussion, but very fruitful," says Gangradedy if you ask me who is right or
wrong, I'll say both of us are right. But both of us are wrong in terms of getting into fights."

That's not all Gangrade learned from his journey across the border and back.
"We are divided by geographical boundaries," he says, "but Rotary has no boundaries."
