ROTARY AIDS BANGLADESH'S POLIO RESPONSE

Health oficials in Dhaka, Bangladesh, launched a nationwide immunization campaignAgprill6n
response to a reported case of polio.

More than 600,000 health workers and volunteers, including members of the country's 137 Rotary
clubs, went doeto-door to immunize 18 million children with the oral polio vaccine.

"It is imperative that we reach every child with the vaccine," said M.K. PandurangavBettghair
of Rotary's Southeastsia Regional PolioPlus Committee. B/¢annot let polio regain a foothold in
Bangladesh. "

The countrywhich has been polio-free since 2000, now faces the risk of reinfection after a nine-
yearold girl became ill with polio in Januarizast month, laboratory tests confirmed that the poliovirus
that struck the child originated from Uttar Pradesh, India's most polio-endemic state.

Soon after the case was confirmé&tie Rotary Foundation approved a US$150,000 rapid response
grant to support Bangladesh'$oefs to keep polio from re-enging as a national health threat.

"The central challenge now is sustaining the momentum,” said Louig€s#asenault, UNICEF
Bangladesh representative. "For as long as one transmitter of the poliovirus remains anywhere, all
children will be at risk — and until that last child is reached, the task is not completed.”

The Rotary Foundation has contributed a total of $17 million in support of polio eradication activities
in Bangladesh since 1985.
