TABU ALUMNI ARE PROOF OF PROGRAM'S SUCCESS

It could have simply become a fond memory of an adolescent adventure — an excursion across the
ocean to spend 10 days with teenagers in another cotmigyof storyBut for these past participants of
TABU (Toward a Better Understanding), it became the first chapter in an experience that continues to
transform their lives.

"I came back immediately changed,” 1997 participant Jesse Gray says. "The program put a [new]
perspective on the sheltered world of Highland Park and catalyzed my involvement in politics.&and law

Upon his return home to Highland Park, Grafno was then 16, became active in local politics and
participated in Boys t&te, theAmerican Legion's summer high school program that stresses leadership
and citizenshipToday Gray is pursuing a combination law and business degree.

Since 1992, about 90 teenagers have participat€éAB, a project of the Rotary clubs of Belfast,
Northern Ireland, and Highland Park, lllinois, USA. Each yEABU alternates between sending six
students, ages 16-18, between Belfast and the UnigtesSIts goal is to dr youth from both countries
a chance to explore conflict resolution in an atmosphere that encourages understanding and acceptance

"It's a small program that has had a hudeatfon the lives of those participating, and in turn, on
those they come in contact with," says Gray's mopfRetarian Martha Grayvho joined the Highland
Park club because of her somsBU experience. "It's like throwing a pebble into a pond and watching
the ripples it generates.”

Terry McGuinness, a 200DABU participant from Belfast, also credits the program with setting the
direction for his academic, professional, and humanitarian purgdits.a master's degree in interna-
tional law McGuinness will spend the summer interning at the Global Policy Forum at the United Nations
in New York. Back home, he helps rifouth Empowerment Scheme (YES), a community outreach
program.

"It was during my trip withTABU that | decided to study lavit made me more aware of anti-
Semitism and racism in our society and imbued in me a passion to fight against these," McGuinness say:

For Judy Brown and Laura Garland, Irish participants fromelsrProtestant and Catholic grammar
schools, respectivelghe 2004 trip led to a friendship that resulted in theganizing a musical program
between the schools that continues today

But they didn't stop there. "The Chicago experience taught us to think big!" Brown says.

In May 2005, the girls arranged for a group of their classmates to travel togethexstoosg,
France, to debate in the Eurosclzuth Parliament Daya project of the European Parliament. Since
then, the two schools have continued to pursue joint activities, including a recent trip to visit Ireland's
president, Mary McAleese.

"It's lovely to think that our ébrts didn't come from an overly contrivedat at understanding, but
simply from our friendship," Brown says.
